Council okays parttime
volunteer staff positions
and Christmas in July

The Church Council has approved three part-time volunteer staff
positions for a half-year trial period. That action came at the June 9
meeting of the Council.

Recommendations to add the positions came from the Mutual Care
Ministry Committee, which is functioning as the Staff Expansion Team,
coordinated by Tim Merritt.

Council members also approved candidates recommended by the Staff
Expansion Team for the three posts. Two will begin serving
immediately, while the third will wait until a replacement is found for
her current area of serving. The positions, those who will fill them and a
brief description of their duties are:

E VISITATION ASSOCIATE: Gene Sanders will continue serving in
this area as he has for at least the past four years. He shares hospital
visitation with the pastor and does the majority of visiting persons who
are homebound or in nursing homes.

E ADULT DISCIPLESHIP ASSOCIATE: Diana Macfarlane will
begin working to assist the Stewardship Ministry Team in helping new
members “find their
serving in other ways and being invited to an adult Bible study class.
Plans are to expand this ministry to serve veteran members also.

E ADMINISTRATION ASSOCIATE: Eileen Sanders has agreed to
serve in this role as soon as someone is
found to assume her current position of
financial secretary. The financial secretary
is responsible for recording church
income, including recruiting volunteers to
help count offerings on Sunday mornings.

COUNCIL MEETING

The administration associate would
continue some of the other financial work Eileen currently is doing, but
also assist the pastor with some of the administration work involving the
church office and congregation.

In other news from the meeting, Council members:

C APPROVED moving Christmas in July to Friday, July 24. Human
Care Ministry Team Coordinator Karl Eser expressed a need for
volunteers to help with the dinner. Proceeds from the dinner will go
towards Galilee’s $500 annual

County to purchase
property next door
for new fire station

Anne Arundel County has placed a small retainer
to hold for purchase
and its property next door to our campus.

According to Division Chief Michael Cox, AA
County Fire Department public information
of ficer, t he county’s
includes $1 million in capital project funds to buy
thg g YAt 494% tglrp Road a5 3 site for a
new La ore V unte Fire Co. Station.

The new flscal year begins July 1.

Church Council members were told at their June
9 meeting that Cox indicated the county probably
would demolish the building currently on the
property as an initial step.

HE SAID that current budget restrictions would
mean a new station would not be constructed on
the property for at least several years.

The current fire station is at 4498 Mountain
Road, one mile east of our campus.

Council members were interested in the
pending sale of the property because of
implications for future development of our 27
acres with a fire station as a neighbor.

OUR PROPERTY is contiguous with the
future fire station property on the east and north
sides of the parcel.
